Core Paths

Concrete batching plant
	IM reported that 
· On 8th April a formal planning hearing was held in the Queen’s Hall to consider the proposed supermarket application.  Despite some five hours of debate the hearing was indecisive with Councillors requesting additional information to allow them to make their decision.  The meeting to finally decide on the application will be held in Kilmory on 18th May.

· The planning application to permit retention of a concrete batching plant on its existing site in the Holy Loch Marina works site for 18 months was considered by the PPSL Committee at its meeting in Kilmory on 20th April.  The Committee agreed to the recommendation of the local Argyll & Bute planners and refused the application.

· The four weekly planning application lists during the period 1st to 22nd April included only one Sandbank item, the installation of dormer windows and roof lights in “Loanfern”.   

SCC Letter re: concerns over Core path at Ballochyle, sent to Jolyon Gritten. Douglas Greerson replied to inform that information is being collated at present.

SCC received letter from T&C planning advising that planning has been refused. 
In conjunction with IM a letter has been dispatched to Sandy MacTaggart, Director or Development and Infrastructure Services where a number of planning conditions and environmental concerns have been raised as mentioned in planning report.

CT has sent a letter to Dunoon Observer (copies distributed to SCC) re: health concerns and debris on the road.

Cllr BM advised that TSL Limited have applied to HIE to purchase a site on the industrial estate.

	9. Councillor’s Report

	Cllr Marshall’s report is as follows:
· I have had discussion with Paul Farrell Roads Inspector who is unhappy with the proposed bus stop at top of Ferguslie St on the north side saying that the pavement is too narrow at that point, it being 1.040m as opposed to the present location which is 1.760m, the normal accepted width for a pram meeting a pedestrian is 1.5m. He is therefore of the opinion that the two northern locations proposed are inadequate.

· I requested that a ditch be dug behind the recycling bins at Broxwood to drain the large pool of water in front of the bins, the next episode of heavy rain will be a test if that is the solution.

· I have asked that the steps from the school to Allan Terrace be swept and cleared of vegetation but understand that work has not been done to a satisfactory standard.

The rubbish and fly tipping in the burn that runs behind Robertson Terrace and at the top of Allan Terrace was discussed and Cllr BM will advise Derek Matthews

HA reported tree felling in school grounds and dog fouling at the rear of houses in Lorimer Terrace. HA advised that children use this area as part of a Forest Schools project and this posed a H&S concern.

RA asked if the road markings could be reinstated at the Holy Loch Marina entrance and main rd.
SCDT reported damage to sea wall around Sandbank and asked if issue could be raised by SCC. Cllr BM advised that he has seen no damage to sea wall and SW deny any damage therefore no action will be taken.
