	5. Police Report

	PC Stewart Brannan reported a total of 18 calls relating to the Sandbank area for the period of 26th January 2011 to 22nd February 2011.  The following may be of interest to the Sandbank Community Council. 
· On 2nd February an allegation of assault on a child was reported to police, enquiries are ongoing at this time in relation to this.
· On 17th February a male was charged with Careless driving at Sheila’s Diner, near to the Cot House Garage as he lost control of his car causing it to cross the opposing carriageway out of control and collide with a building.
· As a result of another speed check on 19th February a female has been reported for driving in excess of 51 mph in a 30 mph area.
· On the 20th February a female was charged with possession of various controlled drugs in the Sandbank area.
· As a result of another road check on 21/02/11 in Sandbank a male has been reported for driving a HGV lorry without a sufficient break within a 4 hour period.
In relation to the theft of scrap metal from the McNee’s yard within Sandbank Industrial Estate in November 2010 extensive enquiries have been carried out and 1 male has been reported for the theft.

There have been further instances of theft of scrap within the area and I would like to remind everyone to remain vigilant and if you see anything untoward or persons looking suspicious please call the police.

I would also like to request that you pass throughout the community that there have been a number of thefts of Heating Oil across the LB Sub Division.  These thefts taking place from both commercial and domestic properties.  It is not unlikely that this could happen in our area as a result of the recession.

	7. Planning
	IM reported that there had been five weekly lists of valid planning applications since the January meeting, i.e. from 21/1/2011 to 
18/2/2011.Three applications from the Sandbank area featured two of which have local significance and are potentially controversial, i.e. 
a proposed development of five houses on the former Police Station
site on the High Road and a request for a three year continuation of the existing concrete batching plant operation on the Holy Loch 
Marina reclamation site.
Andy Knight from TSL Ltd spoke on the planning application for the concrete batching plant.
Andy explained that TSL are an Argyll company who responded to a demand for this service in Dunoon area. They use local resources and high quality products and employ a local driver.  HIE were initially approached as a possible site location but advised that they would prefer to sell and not lease their land for this kind of industry hence the current location at the marina. AK stated that they could remain at marina under permitted development rights with 51% going into contract development but wanted to formalise with temporary consent. He stressed that it was an interim arrangement and TSL would not seek further extensions. AK stated that TSL is licensed by SEPA and A&B Public Protection and have received no complaints although the public have objected on the grounds of dust, noise and as a ‘bad neighbour’. 
SCC welcomed TSL and the employment it brings to Sandbank, but considers the industrial estate to be the preferred location as it is suitable for expansion and would be away from residential areas. Could Mr Knight discuss it further with HIE?
Cllr BM stated that he welcomed Mr Knight and his business to Sandbank and that he would speak to HIE.

AK thanked Cllr BM and stated that HIE would need to see public support of TSL moving to industrial estate and if agreeable perhaps they could move within 18 months instead of 3yrs. He felt they would be more likely to consider TSL under these circumstances.
CT stated that he had received 25 signatures objecting to the planning app and that there had been separate objections sent to A&B. 
AK was asked if TSL would consider purchasing site at HIE and responded that with the present economy it would not be a likely option.

SCC asked for show of hands for objections of which there were 13. 

Planning for modular office at Holy Loch Marina

Local resident objected to this as unnecessary and complained of Marina not abiding by rules on logging lorries loading/unloading. She stated that lorries should stop on Friday 6pm and not start again until 8am on Monday.

Development at Police houses on High Rd had resulted in phone calls to SCC from Mr Tony Stonehouse. There were 34 neighbour notifications sent out and there are currently 5 objections with A&B.
A local resident complained about Scottish Water works at Ardnadam car park – Cllr BM stated that SW were working to schedule and only work outside permitted times when they have emergencies.

CT advised that if members of public had any complaints they should be put in writing to A&B Council so that they are made aware.

	8. Local Community Planning
	RA will attend the next LACPG meeting on 1st March. 	11. Roads
	SCC raised the issue of the condition of the roads around Sandbank particularly Ferry Road and the road outside Sandbank village Post Office. Cllr BM stated that A&B were talking to SW to establish who was responsible for water leak outside the PO and that repairs will be made to Ferry Rd shortly.

A local resident mentioned the road at Marina and Rankins Brae has no markings. This was mentioned at a previous SCC meeting.
Ferguslie St – huge hole in road with barricade at junction of Shore Rd.

Cllr BM also stated that the Council will be borrowing money to make the necessary road repairs and any repairs completed up to now were scheduled and already in the current budget.

	12. Councillor’s Report

	Cllr Marshall’s report is as follows:
Roads 

The Council is still trying to catch up on pothole filling & road reinstatement due to the severe winter weather. Issues Specific to Sandbank:

· Coned off area at Post Office is being further investigated as to whether it is SW water or a choked culvert

· The badly finished road openings from Vulcan Place to Sommerville Place are being followed up.    It was contractors doing work for SW when water pipes burst during the frost

· The newly laid surface between the Cemetery and Ferry Road is work in progress and will be finished once men can be spared from filling potholes and laying new surfaces in other parts of Cowal

· I have complained about the atrocious state of Ferry Road and this will be repaired using the new Roadmaster vehicle which commenced working in Cowal last week.   The road will be closed when work is being carried out

At the recent Council Budget presentation, the Leader announced that the Council will borrow £3m of capital funding during 2011/12, that money to be used to lay new surfaces on roads which have broken down after two very hard winters in succession

I have asked Douglas Blades (Rural Transport) to have the section of glass replaced at the bus shelter at Finbracken and for another attempt to be made at cleaning this shelter.   I also made a plea for all shelters to be cleaned this year.

The path from Sandbank School leading to Allan Terrace will have a barricade erected at the bottom to prevent children running straight onto the road after school.
FA reported that the lights in school car park and path have not yet been repaired.

RA asked if SW would consider some improvements to Broxwood picnic area once works were completed. Cllr BM stated that SW has repaired the road that they dug up but will not be making any further improvements to the area.

IF reported huge puddle in front of Broxwood bus stop that has still not been repaired.

	13. Community Councillors’ Report


	CT reported:
Roads - Been in email contact with Cllr BM over the state of the roads - the worst area for the village is by the shops and this needs urgent action.  I have suggested that the area from the Old Reading Rooms to Rankins Brae should have a professional resurfacing job done on it.  
Concrete Batching Plant:  The local residents near Robertson's Yard (I am one) are totally against this application - see letter signed by local residents and submissions on the online planning at A&B website.  In my view the Industrial Estate - with suitable roads and away from residential areas is the better location.  There was a concrete lorry moving one night between 2200 and 2300.

	14. Public Questions
	Query on whether the marina development will go ahead.
RA responded that Alison Newlands from Holy Loch Marina stated that all was going well with development and they would hope to have new pontoons in place soon. They are planning for the restaurant to be in place within the next 2 years. Dredging is now complete and they will be using the concrete batching plant to assist with next stage. The planning for the mobile office is to separate the Port business from the marina. Alison also stated that the public are welcome to come in and view the marina plans which are posted in their office. 
Query as to whether the car park at Ardnadam will be reinstated after works completed. RA stated that SCDT are keeping a close eye on this and will ensure that the car park is left in an acceptable condition.
Rusting pontoon on shore at Ardnadam pier should be removed. 

Query over SCDT funds – RA stated that the funds will be spent on current projects which included the Play park and the Community park.
