	5. Police Report
5. Police Report (Cont)
	PC Stewart Brannan 
There were a total of 44 calls relating to the Sandbank area for the period of 23rd February 2011 to 23rd May 2011.  The following may be of interest to the Sandbank Community Council.

· On 2nd March a quantity of electricity cable was stolen to the value of approx £15000.  Enquiries ongoing into this.  

· On 4th March a unit within Sandbank Ind Est caught fire causing extensive damage.  Enquiries are ongoing into this and are being treated as willful fire-raising.

· 1 male is being reported to the children’s panel in relation to an assault on the school bus on 16th March.

· On the 16th March a male was charged in relation to a breach of bail within the Sandbank area.

· On 20th March there was a report of a Taxi fraud, a male is to be traced in relation to same

· On 29th March a theft was reported to police which occurred on 14th July 2010. Enquiries ongoing at this time.

· On 14th April a mobile phone was stolen from a local licensed premises, enquiries are ongoing to trace a suspect.

· On 4th May 1 male was reported for driving a LGV whilst using a mobile phone.

· On 7th May 2 males were arrested within the Sandbank area for being within premises where the inference was that they were there to commit theft.

· On 7th May 1 male was charged with numerous Road Traffic offences as a result of a speed check in the area.

· On 21st May a female was arrested in connection with an assault.

· On 21st May a male was charged with speeding, 53mph in a 30mph.
PC Brannan also advised of reported scams at present in the area. 
Calls are received advising of rebates in Council Tax, Tax Credits and from banks. Bank details and cheques to release the money are requested.

PC Brannan strongly advised not to give any details over the phone or send money.

FA commented that she had noticed more patrols in the Sandbank area and PC Brannan stated that he was happy this was noticed as Police had indeed stepped up the number of patrols to the area in the last few months.

A mobile Police unit is now available and will be seen in the community allowing local residents the opportunity to pop in and talk to Police.

	7. Planning

	IM reported that 

· In light of a new planning application submitted on 5th May for a supermarket on the former gasworks site on Hamilton Street the question of the application in respect of the Walkers site has been further deferred for at least another two months.  Given the introduction in 2009 of new measures to speed up the processing of planning applications, it is difficult not to conclude that what has transpired over the past two years is a sorry indictment of the new system. 

· Although the planning application in respect of the concrete batching plant on the Holy Loch Marina was refused at the PPSL Committee meeting on 20th April the plant would still appear to be operating on the site.  The Planning Authority has been requested to explain.

The four weekly planning lists during the period 29th April to 20th May had no Sandbank items.  The only application of interest was the new supermarket proposal mentioned above.

	Viv Smith, Locality Manager has been invited to SCC August meeting.
Cllr BM advised of Cowal Hospice bed options which were outlined in Dunoon Observer. Dunoon will have 19 beds in total including hospice beds.
In Autumn CI Moseley will be holding an alcohol awareness event at DGS to warn on the dangers of alcohol.
	

	9. Councillor’s Report

	Cllr BM reported that Dunoon will have its own Ranger through the Forestry Commission Fund. The post will involve promoting Dunoon, maintaining paths, erecting signs etc
Road markings at end of Ferry Rd and Marina reported again. Cllr BM advised job would be completed when machine was next in the area
FA reported the burn at Robertson terrace is now overflowing due to debris and causing potholes in the road. FA advised that Council workers had been out but burn was not yet cleared. FA and other local residents also reported rats and Pest control are aware of this.
Cllr BM stated that Mr Derek Matthews has offered to attend SCC meetings. SCC agreed to email any issues to Mr Matthews and invite Mr Matthews along to our next meeting in August.

	CT reported 
· I attended the LLTNP meeting and BBQ at Lochgoilhead with Iain and Jennifer.  We had an impact.  I have had follow up emails back from Lesley Campbell asking whether Sandbank Trust and CC would like a meeting with her/Colin Roxburgh about Sandbank development in general.  I have passed the message on to Finlay.

· I have made contact with Mr Samuel Kyremeh of SEPA at Lochgilphead about the standing water behind Clyde Cottages arising through the Holy Loch Marina works.  I have been advised that there will be a check on 31 May 2011 - as previously reported it appears that part of the problem is connected to Scottish Water (I do not know how factual this is).  Finally, Mr Kyremeh stated he felt that the issue was a planning authority matter and not SEPA - I have asked him to put this in his letter advising the outcome of the 31 May 2011 check.

· Chain and anchors at Lazaretto Point.  It has been 4/5 years since they were painted last (by me).  I have approached Finlay to see if the Trust would be happy for the chain and anchors to be repainted.  The cost of Hammerite Paint is 2.5L £40 and 5 L is £60.  This paint is of excellent quality and will last for 5 years. I am happy to fund the painting cost (I know a mature student looking for work) of the CC is prepared to meet the paint/brushes cost.  If we go for the 5L this will cover the planter at the cemetery too.   Given that SCC received a £500 award from Inverclyde Council this seems entirely in keeping and therefore request that this be approved at the meeting on Wednesday.

· Has anyone noticed that the grass verge is being trimmed by both Sandbank roadsigns at Sandhaven.  I am not sure who is doing this but I would like to express my thanks. IF informed a resident in the bungalow nearby has adopted the planters. 
· The concrete batching plant remains in full operation despite written approaches by Argyll and Bute Council.  One resident has asked what is going on.  I am aware that IM is taking the matter forward and Cllr BM advised to contact planners.
· GTi and Printing of Sandbank Scene. Whilst I think it is right to at least get a quote from GTi for the printing I am cautious.  My sole reason is that E+R Inglis do a great job - no doubt aided in the set up by Rhona and Ishbel - as a rough calculation I think that our discount with E+R Inglis is in the order of £1000 - £1250 each year - that is a lot for us to give up if we were to change horses as it were. SCC noted that Mr McLaren did not attend the meeting to issue a quote as requested.
RA reported:
· Potholes on Ferry Rd and on Shore Rd.
· School pupils have produced 1st edition of their newsletter and SCC supported this by offering to contribute to their printing costs. £20 will be forwarded to school.
IM advised of email re: beacon for Queen’s Jubilee. Cllr BM advised Dunoon Community Council was participating and SCC felt this was adequate on behalf of the local community.
Community Partnership annual meeting is on 29th June

AABCC AGM on 25th June.
IF reported resident complaint of no pavement between Sandhaven and bungalows before Dalinlongart. Concern is over speed of traffic along this stretch of road. Review of 30mph speed limit was discussed and SCC await the outcome of this review.
