	5. Police Report

	PC Stewart Brannan reported the following

For period 31st March 2010 to 27th April 2010
There were a total of 33 calls relating to the Sandbank area for this period of which the following may be of interest to the Sandbank Community Council.

· Between 20th March and 9th April a quantity of building materials were stolen from Dunselma Court, enquiries are ongoing into this incident.

· On 6th April 2010 two drivers of HGV Lorries were reported for failing to provide required notification of transporting of abnormal loads.

· Between the 16 and 18th April 2010 a vehicle was scratched in Robertson Terrace, enquiries continue meantime. .

· Between 18th April and 19th April a large quantity of materials belonging to S.S.E. Power was stolen from the head of Loch Striven, Ardtaraig Estate, enquiries are ongoing into this theft.

· On 19th April 2010 a male was caught stealing a quantity of cash from within the Sandbank Post Office, the male has been reported to the Procurator Fiscal in relation to this theft.
· On 23rd April a female driver was reported for speeding within the Sandbank area.

· On 24th April a vandalism occurred within the Sandhaven area, this is believed to be in connection with an ongoing neighbour dispute and enquires are ongoing.

· On 27th April a male was seriously assaulted within his home address in Sandbank, enquiries are ongoing into this incident.

· The white Luton type van previously mentioned at last months meeting has now been removed from the car park area.
· A number of house searches were carried out in the area resulting in a male and female being reported to the Procurator Fiscal.

	IM reported as follows:
· Mrs Arlene Knox of A & B Council’s Development Services has advised that formal consultation responses on the Addendum to the Strone Saul Hill wind farm planning application are still awaited from the National Park and a “handful” of other consultees.  Reminders have been sent and the National Park is expected to respond by the end of April.  Cllr BM advised there will be a meeting in Sandbank sometime in June.
· Mr James Harbison representing CWP has advised that the applicants have been “progressing supporting information” requested by A & B Council planners including a Transport Assessment.  They intend to have a further presentation to Dunoon CC at a meeting on 10th May with SCC and Hunter’s Quay CC also invited. IM said he would attend.
· As regards the lists of valid planning applications for weeks ending 2nd, 9th, 16th, and 23rd April there has been nothing of significance for the Sandbank/Ardnadam area other than the proposed refurbishment of the play area on the Shore Road, Sandbank which appeared on the 23rd April.

· I have again been talking to Roads about the broken barrier at Ardnadam and suggested that if it is not deemed an important enough safety issue that requires speedy replacement, is it really necessary?  The recent reply has been that Roads have had second thoughts and are coming round to thinking along these lines. SCC agreed to remove the barrier 
· Still working on the bus stop signs with Douglas Blades from rural transport

· Does the committee wish for a litter bin in the layby on Ferry Road? SCC agreed that a bin was required.
· Still heard nothing with regard to post box and will follow up

· I have brought up the issue of the broken fence at Allan Terrace again with Property

· The reason for lack of response to CC Convener’s query to Planning has been ill health and I understand that the windfarm planning issue will come to the PPS&L in June and the hearing will be held locally 

· Dunoon Community Development Trust are working with FCS to make use of the Woods in and Around Towns (WIAT) funding which has a maximum grant level of 90%.  The wider area brings Sandbank into the net and 75% grant is available for that area.   There could be advantage in having discussions with DCDT and forest managers

· Nigel Scrivens, bird expert, suggested that A&B Council claim the land around the head of the Holy Loch as a local nature reserve. SRDP funding may be available for this project. SCC agreed to this idea and Cllr BM will enquire
