	11. Councillor’s Report
	Cllr Marshall’s report is as follows:
· I understand that the contractors who are putting up the new bus shelter at Finbracken will be starting on 1st week in March

· The work to improve the underfoot conditions at Sandbank school have started and hopefully all will be in order in time for the return of wet weather

· At the February Bute & Cowal Business Day, Councillors made amenity services very aware of their opinion with regard to litter on the streets and the increase in dog fouling over the winter months.   If there are any areas in Sandbank that you feel is in need of a clean up please let me know.  I informed the Community Warden about the issues that were of concern at the last CC meeting and I hope steps will be taken to deal with the issues.

· I have informed Graham Revill of the CCs concern regarding the broken sea walls on the shore road and a repeat (3rd time) about the safety barrier at Ardnadam

· At the Business Day last week when Scottish Water attended, I asked about the proposed start date for the Sandbank to Hunters Quay sewage pipe and the answer is probably this spring with the Ardnadam car park being used as a work site compound.   SW are also proposing to move the planned site for a pumping station from the foreshore to the north of McKinlays Quay to the land owned by Holy Loch Marina formerly Robertson’s Yard.

· Douglas Blades (Rural public Transport) is willing to replace bus stop signs which were removed when new lamp standards were installed.  Preferably on the new lamp posts to cut down cost and clutter.

· Because of enormous damage done to poorly constructed rural roads in Argyll by the extreme conditions in late Dec and early Jan, the Council has accelerated its Capital spending budget by taking £1.1m from the year 2010/11 into this year to enable Roads to carry out much needed work.

· There are no major issues which affect Sandbank as a result of Council Budget cuts although I have had some representation from parents about the reduction in walking distances for primary children going to school and highlighted is the inadequacy of footway width between Broxwood and the school especially if refuse bins are on the footway on collection days.

· As included in the last Minutes we were not successful with the Community Partnership funding bid – the SCDT did get a small award but nothing like the original bid.  I have not seen or heard of any feedback on this process and whilst I have no angst with the decision the process did see a bit haphazard and given this is actually tax-payers money does not bode well in my view.
