· Mr James Harbison, representing the applicant for the new supermarket/filling station development on the Walker's site, advised IM by e-mail that the SCC view as agreed at the Dec 2009 meeting would be included in the Pre-application Consultation (PAC) Report which will accompany the formal planning application to be submitted in late-Jan 2010.

	9. Community Councillors’ Report
	CT reported:
· LLTNP/Community Partnership Grant Scheme – joint bid submitted by SCDT and SCC – no award news other than the Jan 10 newsletter states an announcement will be made by the end of Jan 10. Post meeting note: We have been advised that we were unsuccessful in our part of the joint bid to the LLTNP Grant Scheme - SCDT did get £480 less than a third of their bid.
· I have forwarded comments arising from the review of the revised Environmental Statement for the Strone Saul (Dunoon) wind-farm to the Central Planners at Argyll and Bute Council.  SCC position (neutral) remains unchanged. IM email captured the main points of the ES.

· I attended (with IM) a Dunoon Planning Group meeting on 7 Jan 10 – this is concerned with capturing Community Councils views on what are priorities in terms of area developments for example policing, council priorities etc.  A follow up meeting is being held 27 Jan 10 at Colintraive.   
· Several SCC reported dog fouling and littering on Cromlech Rd and Ferry Rd respectively.  Cllr BM noted and will follow up but advised SCC to contact Derek Matthews also.

· JW reported missing bus stop signs on the High Rd opposite the former Police Station.
· LL reported post box on corner of Cromlech Rd/ Ferguslie St which is out of use at present. 

· CT suggested we add Local Community Planning to future SCC agendas. All agreed.
· CC elections- nomination deadline is Thursday 28th Jan.

· RA advised play park funding was still ongoing and SCDT would hear from several funders in April. If successful, work could begin this year on the multi-sports court.
· RA reported that Sandbank Primary has now received, after 7 years hard work, its 3rd ECO flag and will continue to work towards the 4th and final flag.
