Cllr Marshall’s report is as follows: 

        Report



· The council has still not carried out the work to enact the 

one way system on Ferry Road. I will ask officers when this work will be done

· Similarly the replacement of the bus shelter at Finbracken is still to be carried out

· I have received a reply from Openreach BT with regard to overhead wires at

 Sandhaven.  Unfortunately the response is not at all helpful

· On questioning at the Bute & Cowal Business Day on 16th June, George Craig, Area Roads Manager said that work was about to commence in repairing the edges on Ferry Road

· I attended a site meeting and further meeting at SNH offices at Ballochyle

in relation to the building of a bird hide at Broxwood.   A site has been established

and the dimensions of the building were agreed.  I expect the work to be carried 

out this year as funding is in place.

· For some reason the grass has not been cut on the roadside adjacent 

to MacDonald Avenue.  This was raised with me by a member of the 

community and I have asked Allan MacDonald our Streetscene manager

 to have it attended to.


11. Community

CT wrote another letter to George Craig about Ferry Road to try and 
      Councillors  

clear up the apparent misunderstanding of the areas that need remedial work.  
      Report

CT has not yet had a response but an email from Councillor Bruce Marshall 
18 June 2009 stated that Mr Craig had advised him that remedial work would 
begin quite soon.  

CT not heard anything new about the Ferry Road one way system other than 
waiting for signage.

 Sandbank signs designed by Ronnie Ford were in the course of production and 
looking quite neat.  The plan is to produce and erect by the end of June.
Sandbank Gala – another success – CT forwarded a cheque to John Massey 
from the coconut shy/tin can alley.

CT attended a wind farm meeting at Kilmun on Monday 15 June 2009.  
The concerns expressed by those attending related mainly to the visual impact 
although the potential noise exposure for the Strone Saul cottages was discussed.  
Richard Frost representing Infinergy stated that noise levels were within accepted 
UK levels and it should be noted were a worst case scenario with no mitigatory factors 
(landscaping and prevailing wind direction).  CT’s view is that within Sandbank 
there is no out and out anti wind farm view – having discussed this with Iain a 
more pragmatic approach is taken by our residents in that it will provide some 
employment and local economic good (but not long lasting).  
The position of the CC, to reflect local views, is not to object or support directly 
but simply let people use the planning process to air their views.  CT agrees

 with Iain that we should look at planning and community gain if the wind farm 
gets the go ahead.  This could include heritage and interpretation trails, walks 
and possibly a mountain bike or quad bike track for example on the remains of
 the borrow pit sites.
