	6. Mr Gary Bolton – Scottish Woodlands
	Mr Bolton advised on the forest plan taking place over the next 20 yrs in the area which spans Glenmassan, Sandbank, Dunloskin to Corlarach, Dunoon. The scoping meeting held in Sandbank Village Hall was mentioned. This is a collaborative approach with Scottish Woodlands, UPM and Tillhill to network paths and open up forests to have more leisure and recreation opportunities for both locals and tourists. Rare habitats get special attention and are to be prioritized. The forest plan was compiled to incorporate all areas. A new road system will be run from Ardnadam to Dunloskin. HA attended the scoping meeting and her comments regarding the timing of the lorries passing through the village, at 9am and 3.30pm will be built into the plan. Mr Bolton recognized that this is an important point and safety of the children should be taken into account. The haulage movements will be assessed and will be amended if there is too much movement. There was also consideration of the dump at Dalinlongart with screening of trees which also helps with noise.
The Biomass site was also mentioned for 2012.

Restructuring of the forests principal water courses was discussed and 
Cllr BM raised concerns over the flooding of the burns in Sandbank and asked that this be noted.

If the wind farm goes ahead then screening of this would be taken into consideration. 
CO2 was mentioned and the level of movement through the marina. Cllr BM asked about improving the steps crossing the Heritage trail and was assured by Mr Bolton that this would happen.
