	5. Police Report

	Report sent via email by PC Stewart Brannan. There were a total of 116 calls relating to the Sandbank area for this period of 25th August 2010 to 23rd November 2010, this equating to 38 calls per month.  The following may be of interest to the Sandbank Community Council.

· On 29th August a male was arrested for assaulting a female near to Broxwood Place, Sandbank.  The male in question was detained to appear at Dunoon Sherriff Court.

· On 11th September 2010 a male was reported for driving offences, namely speeding, travelling at 56 mph in the 30mph zone.

· On 12th September 2010 a male was arrested for wasting police time having alleged that he was being held at gunpoint against his will.

· Between the 8th and 9th September from the Connaught building within Highland Avenue a van was stolen, enquiries are ongoing into this incident.

· On 14th September 2010 a male was charged with offences under the M.D.A.

· On 18th September 4 males were charged with the theft of scrap metal from the Shanks recycling plant at Dalinlongart, this was detected as a result of information received by myself.

· On 13th October a male was charged speeding in the Sandbank area, the vehicle was travelling at 42 mph in the 30 mph zone.

· On 14th October a male was charged in relation to a number of motoring offences namely speeding, driving with no MOT and no insurance.

· On 26th October another male was reported for speeding within the Sandbank area as a result of a static speed check being carried out.

· On the 7th November 2010 a male was arrested for crimes under the Misuse of Drugs Act.

· On 19th November a male was reported for driving at 67 mph, driving with no insurance, driving with an expired provisional license and a bald tyre.

	7. Planning
	IM reported as follows:
· The planning application for the proposed new supermarket development has still not been considered by the PPSL Committee.  It is understood that a decision will be made by early next year.

· Representations in respect of two local planning applications were made to Argyll & Bute Council on behalf of concerned individuals living nearby.

· The eight weekly planning application lists during the period 1st October to 19th November 2010 included a number of Sandbank proposals, viz. a new house adjacent to “Glenshiel”, Cromlech Road; six houses at Ardnadam Farm; the replacement of a temporary storage container with a wooden shed at the Village Hall and the erection of three chalets at Heronlea.  


	

	8. Ailsa Cunningham – Streetscene/ Environment Warden
	Ailsa advised that Streetscene look after the following areas: Dog fouling, litter, refuse and recycling. Stricter recycling rules will be enforced next year with our blue bins to be used for all recyclable materials. Fortnightly refuse collections will be implemented. Questions were raised on what exactly could be recycled and Cllr BM advised that he would enquire as to what information will be given to householders to ensure maximum amounts recycled. Streetscene carry out regular litter patrols especially at the Dunoon Grammar as it is a problem area. Dog fouling – they must be seen to issue fines and the police can also caution and issue fines. Streetscene officers have recently been trained in issuing parking tickets and have been working in Rothesay. Streetscene also promote the National Spring Clean and Scotland in Bloom Assistance can be given to villages who wish to participate in either. Ailsa advised how successful the entry for Scotland in Bloom had been for Rothesay. They are now going forward to represent Scotland for Britain in Bloom. Ailsa urged Sandbank to consider entering for 2011 and to document everything that we do to use as evidence for our entry.

	12. Councillor’s Report

	Cllr Marshall’s report is as follows:
Scottish Water report to the Bute & Cowal Business day on a monthly basis and I am very pleased to date with their co-operation with regard to informing the public and keeping the disruption to traffic and pedestrians to a minimum.  Unfortunately due to the sea wall collapse at Ardnadam there was considerable disruption to traffic flow on the A815. One of the consequences of that was the service bus was unable to pick up passengers at Wallace Court. I asked the Public Transport Officer if there was an alternative to residents having to walk up Ferguslie St to catch the bus on the High Rd at the Village Hall. A solution was found but by the time the Traffic Commissioners gave the permission the Shore road was again open.     SW has been most helpful in changing the position of the pipeline in many areas from the main road to the shore and this has been extremely beneficial to traffic movements.

The Council is going through the difficult process of rationalizing the School Estate and reviews of all services carried out by the Council; the latter is not yet in the public domain but when it is there will be full public consultation.    Obviously there is going to be real pain in both public and private sectors in the coming months and years but unfortunately is unavoidable.

I am pleased that the CC have received the planter that was surplus to requirement after the Argyll Street regeneration work over the summer

Cllr BM also advised that the head of the Holy Loch will be considered as a Nature Reserve

RA commented on good job of street cleaning in Sandbank at present but queried why it had stopped at Queens Rd.
