	6. Police Report
Police Report cont.

Since your last meeting, the following matters of interest have come to Police attention. There have been several attempted housebreakings to dwelling houses in the area. Please ask residents to be extra vigilant and report any suspicious persons to the Police.

Torlochan Travellers’ Site which is currently closed pending renovations has been the subject of several acts of vandalism. Dunoon Police are keen to hear from any person who may have information relating to these acts.

There have been reports of possible bogus workmen operating in the area who generally target the most vulnerable in our community including the elderly and infirm. Please report anything suspicious to Dunoon Police and keep a watchful and helpful eye on neighbours who may be a target for such operators.

There have been several reports, as highlighted in the local press, of telephone scammers attempting to obtain bank details of persons called at their home at random. No legitimate business will ask for such details without your prior knowledge. Advice is, don’t give bank or personal details out to any person over the telephone no matter how respectable or plausible they appear to be. Various drivers have been reported to the Procurator Fiscal for a range of offences including careless driving, speeding, and reckless conduct.
May I take this opportunity of thanking everybody for the support I have received during my tenure of post at Sandbank. I’m sure the new Police Officer will be appointed in due course.

	8. Planning
	IM reported as follows :- 

*Mrs Arlene Knox of A & B Council’s Development Services was contacted regarding the latest position with the Strone Saul Hill wind farm planning application and had advised that on 26th October that the situation reported previously remained unchanged.  

*With the assistance of Councillor Marshall, very helpful advice was received from Mr Brian Barker and Ms Audrey Martin of A & B Council on the question of concordats with renewable energy companies for the provision of “Community Benefit”.  In essence, the Council’s policy was to bring transparency to the process, remove links to the planning consent and spread benefit across the wider Argyll & Bute community. It was agreed that should the Strone Saul Hill wind farm application prove successful the issue would be pursued further.

*Comments on the pre-application consultation notice in respect of the “Class 1 food store development” proposed for the Walker’s site and adjacent land must be submitted to the prospective applicant by 16th Nov.  After some discussion it was agreed that IM would reply to James Barr Ltd, the prospective applicant’s agent, stating that an extension of time until the end of December 2009 would be needed to permit the views of the wider Sandbank community to be obtained.

*Mr Ian Arnold of the Timber Transport Group had been contacted regarding the reinstatement of sections of footpath cut when the new forestry road, terminating  at Heronlea was constructed and advised that the necessary work and erection of signage would be undertaken “soon”.

	10. Councillor’s Report
	Cllr Marshall’s report is as follows:

The new Local Area Community Partnership for Bute & Cowal is being set up just now.     

This is important in that all agencies, in the public, private and voluntary sectors will be represented and this includes CCs.  The first meeting is on Nov 3rd and the CCs are being represented by Anne Gabriel as an interim prior to the Assoc. of CCs picking their representative once all CCs are fully constituted.  The Planning Partnerships are important in that it ties A&BC Single Outcome Agreement with the Govt  into achieving the Govts  five key objectives which are 

*Wealthier and fairer

*Smarter

*Healthier

*Safer and Stronger

*Greener

Each of the Councils four areas have drawn up a list of strategic objectives and in Cowal we have identified that we wish to

*Restore and maintain civic pride

*Address Community Facilities and Services

*Address Town Centre and Rural Regeneration and Transport Infrastructure

*Have effective Community Engagement

With our partners we will be taking forward this agenda over the coming years.

The bus shelter in Sandbank has been out of use for some considerable time which I regret but this has come about for a variety of reasons, however we have engaged a new firm of erectors who are ready to go once the shelters have been transported from Oban to their base at Bishopbriggs.  The Rural Transport Officer is optimistic that the shelter will be erected in Sandbank in November.

The work to stabilise the foreshore around Lazaretto Pt has been completed prior to this winter’s storms

The Bird Hide group met again on Monday and we have authorised Guy Elder to commence work to enable completion by mid January. The work is being financed from SNH, Leader, LL&TNP and the land is being leased from the Council for a peppercorn rent.  Big issue for us is third party liability which must be complied with which will cost annually about £350. Sandbank Community Development Trust are taking over this project and will have a problem in having to pay the annual cost.  I am looking into the insurance going onto the Council block policy. The recycling bins will have to be moved along a bit to accommodate the entrance where there will be signage.

Also at Ardnadam car park, prior to Scottish Water commencing their operations, hopefully this winter, the recycling bins will have to be moved probably to the car park next to the Sailing Club
   

Torlochan will be refurbished – to be compliant, the site must remain open.   
 

The Community Partnership annual ‘Gathering’ will be held at the Buchanan Arms, Drymen on 7th November. 

The Home Safety Unit offers free Home Safety checks to households with children under 5, adults over 65 or other vulnerable people. The checks include supplying and fitting safety equipment such as smoke alarms, stair gates and fire guards. A poster was displayed outside the village hall.
