Several residents raised concerns about a planning application with little consideration for present residents. They were advised to raise concerns with planning in writing by email.

It was suggested where extra-ordinary or unusual requests were made to the Licensing Board that the relevant Community Councils be informed.

Report of local taxi firm having to buy and insure a new taxi specially adapted for use by disabled passengers before they could apply for the necessary carriage license and then being refused this license. Community Council was asked if they could help the owner of the taxi firm. Letters of support for the extra taxi were read out to SCC.

	Cllr Marshall’s report is as follows:
· Dog Fouling on Cromlech Road - Streetscene Officer has warned two dog owners and handed out a fixed penalty to another who was allowing their dog to roam freely

· Walking to School>    The route to Sandbank School for primary children has been assessed by Council Officers after having received 10 requests and it has been deemed safe.      The Council’s view is that it already exceeds the requirement which is three miles for children up to the age of eight and that it is parental responsibility to ensure their children get to school safely.     Roads and Amenity Services and Road Safety staff have provided assurance to the Council that the assessment was carried out correctly.     I have raised my own concerns and have been told that there will be enhancements to the route from Sandhaven and that Roads and Amenity Services have been asked to initiate action to mitigate these concerns

· I have looked into the issue of the possible use of the old Stadium floodlights for the new play area in Sandbank but I have been told that the columns have been cut down in size and the lights themselves are badly damaged

· I have asked what has been done with the old Argyll St planters

· I have asked for the bus stop sign to be changed from the Village hall back to where it was at the top of Ferguslie St

· Road and sea wall collapse at Ardnadam>     This is a major issue with some dispute as to whose responsibility it is to make good.    Work has started with the laying down of rip rock on the shore.    There is the possibility thereafter of the entire SW main sewer requiring to be replaced from Pier Rd to Fir Brae as investigation has revealed sewer collapse in at least two locations, if this is the case the road could be closed for months.     

· Because the service bus does not pass Wallace Court due to the road closure, elderly residents were having to walk to the top of Ferguslie St to catch the bus.     I have asked Douglas Blades, Rural Transport Officer if an alternative can be found and it has been arranged that the Colintraive bus which is a small bus will make several stops at Wallace Court.

· Removal of School Bus Services: Concerned at the apparently lack of any urgency by officials of Argyll and Bute Council I submitted a FOI request under the Scottish legislation.  I have received a number of ‘corporate’ assessments which have been forwarded to the Community Council by separate e mail.  The fact that I had to chase up an acknowledgement concerned me.
